INTRODUCTION

Six housing facilities are available for international students and researchers at Kyoto University, located in
the Shugakuin, Yoshida, Hyakumanben (students only), Okazaki, Uji and Ohbaku areas.

Because the number of available units in the Kyoto University International Houses is limited, successful
applications will be decided on a lottery basis if the number of applicants exceeds the number of available
units. Please be aware, therefore, that in such circumstances, we may not be able to provide applicants with
accommodation.

KYOTO UNIVERSITY INTERNATIONAL HOUSES
(EXCERPT; TRANSLATION FOR REFERENCE PURPOSE ONLY)

Kyoto University International Houses are the property of Kyoto
University.

The purpose of the International Houses is to provide
accommodation for international students and researchers in
order to promote international academic exchange.

The Kyoto University International Houses comprise Shugakuin
International House, Yoshida International House, Uji International
House, Ohbaku International House, Hyakumanben International
House, and Okazaki International House.

The International Houses provide the following facilities: units
for researchers, units for students, a meeting room*, a lounge*, a
Japanese-style room*, a library*, and other facilities for common
use.

*These facilities are only available at Shugakuin International
House

Persons applying for residence in an International House must
obtain the permission of the International House Director through
the dean of their faculty or department of affiliation (Hereinafter
referred to as “the Dean”).

Paragraph 2. If an applicant wishes to reside in an International House

Director must be obtained together with the permission of
the Dean as described in the preceding paragraph.

The period of residence shall be not more than one year and not
less than one month.

the Uji and Ohbaku International Houses shall be not more
than two years and not less than two weeks for researchers,
and not more than two years and not less than one month for
students.

Residents must pay the rent and other necessary fees in
accordance with the regulations, which are defined in a separate
document.

Resident and their family members must maintain the facilities
and equipment of the International House, and observe the
International House rules and regulations, which are defined in a
separate document.

With the consent of the person(s) residing in a unit, the
International House Director may grant permission for entry
to the unit to undertake work or take measures required for
maintenance, hygiene, epidemic prevention, crime prevention,
fire prevention, or other work or measures deemed necessary
by the Director. In emergency cases that are deemed potentially
threatening to a resident’s health, or in the case of disaster
emergencies, it is possible for persons to enter the unit and take
the necessary measures without the resident’s consent.

If a resident or a member of his/her family causes damage to the
facilities or equipment, he/she must pay for their repair within the
period designated by the International House Director.

The International House Director reserves the right to withdraw
permission to reside in the International Houses in any of the
following circumstances:

(1) If the resident fails to pay the rent by the designated date.

(2) If the resident or a member of his/her family obstructs, or
is likely to obstruct, the maintenance or management of the
International House by violating the rules described in Article
12.

(3) If the resident fails to pay for the repair of damages caused
within the designated period, as described Article 13.

A resident must vacate his/her unit without delay in any of the
following circumstances:

(1) If his/her period of residence has expired.

(2) If the resident ceases to satisfy the qualifications for
residence.

(3) If the resident’s permission to reside in the International
House is withdrawn.
